The school is a not-for-profit school founded in 1963 and is administered under the terms of a charter granted
by the Ruler of Dubai. It is overseen by a Board of Governors. The aim of the School is to provide high quality
education for expatriate children based upon the English National Curriculum. Class size is 23, reducing in KS4
and KS5.
